The product to be ready by Chisinau forum in October: 

“Energy Security Assessment: Situation Analysis”

This will be the analytical document which will be made on three countries (Lithuania, Georgia and Ukraine) to start with and will comprise of the SWOT analysis of energy security of Lithuania, Georgia and Ukraine and will offer recommendations in each country (they can be adressed to national governments, the EU or else). 

The document will be rather short to be easily communicated to decision makers. The subgroup plans the final document to be no longer than 10 pages (3,5 pages per country).

To do this commitment properlyand on time such such deadlines were decided on:

July 31, 2013: framework developed and ready to be used;

September 1, 2013: draft analysis + recommendations ready;

September 20, 2013: final analysis and recommendations ready.
The subgroup decided to urge experts from the other EaP countries to contribute to the study during the Chisinau forum.
