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Selection Process for CSO Representatives to the High Level Meeting in Mexico 15-16 April 2014
The first High Level Meeting (HLM) of the Global Partnership for Effective Development Cooperation (GPEDC) will be held in Mexico City on 15-16 April 2014 with an expected 1,300 - 1,500 delegates from various development stakeholders. To date, the Mexican government has indicated a maximum of 160 CSO representatives, albeit the CSO Partnership for Development Effectiveness (CPDE) continues to push for more in exercise of the 20% CSO participation in Accra and Busan. 

In line with the scheduled annual Global Council Meeting of the CPDE, the following activities were scheduled alongside the event to manage resources more efficiently:

Resource commitments to date are those from the Mexico (40 foreign CSOs from Southern countries), Germany (40 foreign CSOs and 15 local CSOs), and CPDE’s program budget allocated for its annual Global Council meetings (sufficient for 25 participants). This accounts for a total of 120 CSOs that can be covered by the current available funds. 
This selection process applies to: (1) foreign CSOs for subsidy and (2) self-funded foreign CSOs. Selection of both will be conducted by nomination of constituency representatives at the Global Council of the CPDE, with final sign-off by the Co-Chairs. On nomination of CPDE members, the Global Secretariat will endorse active CSO supporters that will be provided slots; for sign-off by the Co-Chairs. 
1. Allocation distribution scheme
In the interest of creating overall balance, the percentage representation followed in the GC composition will be followed for the number of CSOs in the CSO Forum and CPDE representatives inside the HLM. 
Table 1 below shows the distribution of CSO representatives for the CSO Forum (200 slots) and the HLM Forum (160 slots), which includes: the participants to the CPDE CC and GC meetings (74), local Mexican CSOs (20), CSO speakers at the CSO Forum (2) and the HLM (6), active CSO supporters (5), and CSO organizers at the CSO Forum Side Events. Remaining slots are distributed as funded and for self-funding.

CSO speakers refer to speakers for Welcome Remarks and Keynote Speech at the CSO Forum and the current six CSO speakers selected for the HLM sessions as indicated in the GPEDC’s list of CSO invitees
. Active CSO supporters are CSOs that actively participated in the HLM preparations. Current suggested persons are Amy Dodd (active in Session 1 core team), Brian Tomlinson (Co-chair for Task Team CSO Development Effectiveness and Enabling Environment), and Jeroen Kwakkenbos (Eurodad, also proposed as panelist for Domestic Resource Mobilization in the CSO Forum). CSO organizers are expected Focus Session and Independent CSO Initiatives key persons in the CSO Forum side events. 
Any additional slots that become available in the succeeding weeks will be subject to CC agreements.

NOTES: 

*There are 2 seats for the ICSOs and both are eligible for funding and to attend the CSO Forum and HLM. However, 1 is self-funded (Luca de Fraia). 

**There are 2 slots for the regional secretariats and one is self-funded (Zuzana Sladkova, Europe region).

***To date, there are no clear indications that members of the youth sector core team are prepared to participate in the Mexico meetings. Hence, other sectors mentioned in previous GC meetings will be invited (i.e., Persons With Disabilities, migrants).

****Active CSO supporters are allotted 3 slots at the HLM, one (1) funded specifically for the CSO Co-Chair on the Task Team for CSO Development Effectiveness and Enabling Environment.

Interpreting Table 1: (Example: Rural Sector)
· The rural sector has 4 representatives in the GC (Column 4), all funded. The Global representative will attend the CC and GC meetings, CSO Forum, and HLM. The three regional representatives will attend the GC meetings, CSO Forum, and HLM. 
· Four (4) additional funded slots are allotted for this sector (Column 5) and these 4 additional CSOs will attend the CSO Forum and the HLM. This also means a total of 8 CSOs belonging to this sector are funded.
· At the HLM, the sector has 10 slots (Column 2).

· Overall, the rural sector has 8 funded slots (Column 3) and 2 self-funded slots (Column 6).

2. Required qualifications of CSO representatives
CSO representatives to the HLM will not be discriminated by need for subsidy. The Coordinating Committee, upon nomination will determine the kind of resource support needed by their candidates.

CSO representatives selected must be familiar and knowledgeable in:

a. the basic documentation and concepts related to CSO issues and positions around aid and development effectiveness

b. the GPEDC and HLM agenda

c. CSO Key Asks and draft CPDE Communiqué 
CSO representatives are not obliged to be proficient English speakers, but they must be able to communicate well to enable proper and smooth constructive exchange in the session environment.

Ideally, one participant per organization is the target of selection in order to assure better distribution of representation for CSOs participating in the official meetings. However, the respective CPDE member nominating representatives may make exceptions in special circumstances. These special circumstances should be explained in their submission. Selection of participants will be according to organization and the person designated by the organization, and this representation is not transferable. Thus, any person originally selected for participation in the HLM may be replaced by another representative from another organization if that person is not available or is not active in the preparations.

3. Responsibilities of selected CSO representatives
Participants that have been selected to represent civil society at the official meetings of the HLM will bear the following accountabilities to their constituencies at national, regional and international levels:
• Participate in national, regional, continental and/or thematic consultations/meetings (as per the case) in preparation for the HLM;
• Stimulate and take part in preparatory CSO discussions for the HLM, and contribute to the CSO Forum (14 April);
• Attend CSO preparatory and debriefing meetings arranged before, after or during the official sessions at HLM;
• Commit to a timely, thorough and informative sharing of feedback reports on the participation to the operational and decision-oriented official HLM meetings in order for the CSO Secretariats to coordinate report-back and strategy meetings;
• Ensure timely, thorough and informative feedback to the national, regional and international CSO stakeholders following the meeting, to reflect back the processes and outcomes, as well as the implications thereof for action and advocacy.
4. Selection process
The following process will apply for all applications:

a. Global Secretariat will release a call for nomination to the Global Council.
b. Representatives of constituencies will nominate CSO representatives based on standard qualifications. The number of nominees must be equal to the number allocated to their constituency (Refer to Table 1). Gender balance must be observed in the nomination of CSO representatives in each of the groupings.
· Regional secretariats, sub-regional representatives, and regional representatives will send the application requirements to their constituents. They will then review and agree on their candidates and forward their nominations to the Global Secretariat.
· Sectoral representatives at regional and global will send the application requirements to their constituents. They will then review and agree on their candidates and forward their nominations to the Global Secretariat.
c. Global Secretariat will collate the nominations and present to the CPDE Co-Chairs for quick review and sign-off.
The Inside Strategy Committee will come up with a more detailed plan for the operations of CSOs representing CPDE at the official HLM meetings. The committee will review the interests and specializations of the CSO delegation (subsidized and self-funded) and suggest specific advocacy tasks.
5. HLM Registration Process
The Global Secretariat will collate the nominations and details of the selected CSO representatives. The Mexican government will provide access for online registration of the 200 CSO participants and the Global Secretariat will register each participant.

6. Timeline for selection of CSO representatives
The following timeline applies to CSO representatives participating in the CSO Forum and HLM.
